At its June 18" meeting the Vestry voted to retain Jacob Gerg&ofis Organ Builders to repair the parish
pipe organ. Gerger will replace the deterioratiagther pouches of the several hundred pipes in the
instrument. This organic material is slowly butedy failing. This results in “dead notes.” Théulky,
these leather pouches have lasted over 35 yeagst. inétead of a piecemeal, one by one, repairdbaid

cost nearly $100,000 over a several year periody€sevill replace this antiquated system with dests the

art mechanical action. This new action will reguminimum maintenance and its life span is more 6
years.
